• Each issue consists of main research papers (3-4 papers), practice papers (2-3 

papers), and brief reports (1-2 papers), plus a one-page editorial 

• For each issue, the copyeditor will receive copy in March and September, for 

publication in May and November respectively

2022 issue (September 2022).
